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The Department of State Policy in Civil Aviation of the Ministry of Transport
ofthe Russian Federation presents its compliments to the Aeronautical Authorities ofdie
Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela and would like to address as follows.

The Aeronautical Authorities of Russian Federation are agree to establish the principle of
multiple designations on the specified routes and propose concluding this agreement by
exchanging letters via diplomatic channels.

A detailed study of the text of the Air Services Agreement between the Government of
the Russian Federation and the Government of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela
dated November 26, 2008 (hereinafter - the Agreement) allows us to conclude that, in
fact, in accordance with Art. 20 «Any Modification or Amendment to the Annexes o fthis
Agreement could be agreed directly between the Aeronautical Authorities ofthe each
Party, by means of consultations under the provisions established in Article 18
(Consultation) and it shall enter into force after the confirmation through diplomatic
channels».

At the same time, Art. 18 states «...consultations shall be through a meeting or
correspondence and shall begin within aperiod o fsixty (60) days o fthe date on which
the written request was received, unless otherwise agreed by both Parties or ifotherwise
stipulated in the present Agreement».

Thus, consultations can be carried out via correspondence between the Aeronautical
Authorities. This will allow for a more “prompt™ solution of the issue of multiple
designations.
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Based on the foregoing, we propose to conclude by exchange of letters via diplomatic
channels an agreement on the statement of paragraph 4 ofthe Appendix to the Agreement
as follows:
«4. For the determination ofthe number ofairlines to be designated by each
Contracting Party, the principle o fmultiple designations is established».

I fthe Aeronautical Authorities of the Bolivarian Republic of VVenezuela agrees with the
aforementioned proposal, we propose to consider this letter and a positive response to it
as an agreement between the Aeronautical Authorities of Russia and Venezuela on the
abovementioned issue.
